RECOMMENDED SUBSTRATE CONDITIONS AND TEMPERATURES

Concrete

• All surfaces must be sound, clean, free of oil, grease, dirt, mildew, curing compounds, loose and flaking paint,

and other foreign substances

• New concrete must cure a minimum of 28 days prior to application of this product

• Prepare in accordance with SSPC SP-13 guidelines

• Abrade surface to achieve a surface profile equivalent to CSP 4 to CSP 6 in accordance with ICRI 310.2R-2013

• Concrete pH must be 7.0 or higher

• Product is self-priming on most surfaces. For porouse substrates, primer seal surface first with PPG Flooring

912 LV before applying product.

• Cracks 1/8” (3175 µm) wide or greater, pour joints, and construction joints must be cleaned and filled with

NOVAGUARD® 5090 filler.

SYSTEM SPECIFICATION

• Expansion joints, control joints, and moving cracks should be filled with appropriate sealant or filler

Chemical Resistances

• 98% sulfuric acid

• 85% phosphoric acid

• 30% nitric acid

• 50% hydrofluoric acid

INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

Mixing Instructions

• Pre-mix Part A for at least one minute.

• Then add Part B to Part A

• Slowly add Part C and mix for another 1-2 minutes

• Properly mixed material will be a uniform color without light or dark spots

Note:

- Product comes pre-packaged in proper ratio. If less than a full batch is needed, contact PPG technical

services.
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Application

• If priming, allow the primer to dry tack free

• Apply with gauge rake, notched rubber squeegee or steel trowel. Use porcupine roller to help level the floor

and for avoiding air entrapment

• Product working time is 20 minutes at 77°F (25°C)

• If a slip-resistant surface is desired, broadcast silica sand, aluminum oxide, or other suitable filler to rejection,

then top coat with PPG NOVAGUARD® 5051.

Notes:

- Do not apply below 50°F (10°C)

- Do not apply at less than 60 mils (1524 µm) per coat

- Do not apply on a floor sloped > 1/8 in. per ft. (10.4 mm per meter)

- Do not apply in severe thermal shock environment
